Model was the harsher and more
judgmental photographer, espe-
cially in her pictures of the rich
and oblivious, but both women
were shrewd, critical observers,
with a particular interest in out-
siders and eccentrics. The selec-
tion here emphasizes their affini-
ties—wit, curiosity, and a nervy,
confrontational stance that fore-
grounds their subjects—and their
ferce individuality.
